Our September dinner speaker  is Gary Irwin.  Gary is an EAA member who converted a Stearman into 

an unusual and attractive something else.  His Stearman has an enclosed rear cockpit, two seats up front, 

clipped wings, four ailerons and many other modifications. 

 We started advertising it for sale in Trade-

A-Plane over two years ago. I put up a web site 

with lots of photos inside and out to show pro-

spective buyers. A very few nibbles plus some bot-

tom feeders trickled in. Then we were contacted 

by phone by Emiel Oomen of the Netherlands ex-

pressing interest.  
 After some pre-negotiations on the price, 

many emails of scans of documents, logbooks, etc., he decided to fly over commercially with a 

friend, Bart, who spoke English to act as Emielõs interpreter and help in the inspection. I scheduled 

an A&E, and on Mar. 4, altogether, we did an annual as part of the inspection.  
 Bart brought along the neatest gadget to inspect the cylinders. It was essentially an elec-

tronic borescope. It had a miniature TV camera on the end of a gooseneck and fed a small 3ó display 

he held in his hand. The display could also record the image as a movie or snapshot on a memory 

card. So documentation at same time for less money than a borescope. The annual is a success with 

no major problems. More negotiations! Agreement. WOWñweõve sold the plane. Well, maybe. 

No money has changed hands yet. But upon Emielõs return to the Netherlands, after some false 

starts, a money wire transfer was successful. Additionally they shipped in the law-required life raft 

for over water flight. Weõre off and running.  
 Part of the process was for me to change out the old Narco radios for a new Garmin GNS-

430W and Garmin GTX-328 mode S transponder required in Europe. That was done in two weeks, 

with only a couple of days to spare before Emiel and his ferry pilot, Paul, arrived at noon Saturday 

June 5. That afternoon I had arranged for a CFI to check out Paul in the plane as he had never flown 

Lancairs before. A couple of hours of instruction, and Emiel and Paul decided to leave the next 

morning. So, Sunday morning, I picked them up at the motel, took them to the airport, and they 

were off.
